He will be
using a frequency synthesized tester that can check output power,
modulation deviation, carrier frequency, and receiver sensi-
tivitva.

"guick-check” set-up. First, the rigs must be brought into the
meeting room. This requirement is no problem for hand-helds, and
base station rigs that use primary AC power. However, mobile rigs
must be removed from their mountings in vehicles and brought in
it they are to be checked. I will attempt to inswe that an
appropriate 12 - 15 VDO power souwrce is provided but a means of
connecting to the power source must be provided by the owner of
the rig. Incidentally, Rodney will have the necessary connectors
ta connect the tester to the antenna terminals of the equipment.
Second, there will be no frequency spectrum analysis this go-
arounds however, we should like to find out how many members are
interested in learning how much “garbage” their rigs are
transmitting s0 we can set up a spectrum analysis in the future,
if desired.
