Guglielmo Marconi will be honored by
Amateur Radio operators in the United
States, England, Ireland, Canada, Ne-
foundland, and Italy on April 23, 1988.

Marconi, who first conceived the idea of
using electromagnetic waves for signal-
ing, will be honored by an Amateur Ra-
dio special event—International Marco-
ni Day (IMD). GB4IMD in Cornwall,
England, will be operating from Poldhu
Cove where Marconi carried out the first
trans-Atlantic transmission. ERIMD
will be operating from the site where

Marconi carried out the Irish experi-
ments in Crookhaven. In the US,
K1VV/IMD will be at Cape Cod South
Wellfleet where the first USA to Eu-
rope contact occurred.

The Society of Newfoundland Radio
Amateurs (SNRA) will be operating
VOI1IMD at Signal Hill in St. Johns
where the first trans-Atlantic signals
were heard by Marconi on December 12,
1901. Sydney Amateur Radio Club of
Nova Scotia will establish VE1IMD at
the Marconi Museum in Glace Bay, and
IY4FGM will operate from Marconi’s
birthplace in Bologna, Italy.

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The second design is a modification of
the usual dipole that can dramatically
improve signals for close (inter-island)
communications when skip occurs as it
imparts a higher angle of radiation and
shortens the bounce spread. This im-
provement was given to the Editor by
KH6JJC, Juan Lorenzo in 1985 and was a
boon.
